“God's Word sown on good soil”

The true knowledge of God's Word is the most important element of a
victorious Christian life. The Word of God often refers to itself as a seed.

I meet some people; they said they are Christians who say prayer and
attending to Church regularly in their lives but remain frustrated with the results
like pagans. It's because they are missing the seeds of conception; they just don't
know God's Word.

In Mark 4, the Lord taught three parables which illustrate that the Kingdom
of God what a natural seed is to a harvest. The first of these parables, the story of
the sower, is the key to unlocking all the Word of God. If we don't understand these
truths, Jesus said we won't understand any of His other parables.

“Listen! A farmer went out to sow his seed (God's Word).

Some people are like seed along the path, where the word is sown. As
soon as they hear it, Satan comes and takes away the word that was sown in
them.

Others, like seed sown on rocky places, hear the word and at once
receive it with joy. But since they have no root, they last only a short time.
When trouble or persecution comes because of the word, they quickly fall away.

Still others, like seed sown among thorns, hear the word; but the
worries of this life, the deceitfulness of wealth and the desires for other things
come in and choke the word, making it unfruitful.

Others, like seed sown on good soil, hear the word, accept it, and
produce a crop—thirty, sixty or even a hundred times what was sown.”

There are many life-changing truths in these parables, but one fact must be
understood to get the full benefit of this teaching. This fact of seeding time and
harvest operates in every situation of our lives. If we will plant God's Word in our
hearts, then allow the seed to germinate and the plant to grow to multiply, we will
reap the fruits of a harvest.

Apostle Paul point out in 1 Cor.3:7-8, so neither he who plants nor he who
waters is anything, but only God, who makes things grow. The man who plants and the
man who waters have one purpose, and each will be rewarded according to his own
labor.

God has done His part; He has given us the Word: "the power to get wealth”.
The power is in His promises, His Word. As we plant those promises in our hearts,
the truth of His Word germinates and prosperity comes.

LORD For some people's heart has become calloused; they hardly hear with their
’ ears, and they have closed their eyes. I cannot tell you strongly enough how
important it is that you know God's Word and that you plant the seed of His Word in
your heart long before you need the fruit of the harvest. It depends on your heart.
